6. Exist for a few weeks without the luxuries often considered to be necessities.

7. Complete several reading assignments, a daily journal, a feedback form, a reflective essay, and give a group presentation.

An additional $500 will be due 1 July and the remainder of the $2150 total cost will be due 1 October.
