Lesson: lectura 4 and Viva projects Length: 2 class periods

Age or Grade Intended: Spanish Il students

Academic Standard(s):

Performance Objectives:

While reading a long reading (lectura), Spanish Il students will read passages aloud to
demonstrate appropriate intonation and pronunciation for completion.

While reading a lectura, Spanish Ill students will recognize complex language structures by
highlighting tu form verbs in the reading with all verbs being highlighted upon second attempt
(11.7.2).

While reading a lectura, Spanish Il students will use complex language structures by changing
the already highlighted verbs into a different verb tense (future/conditional) with 80% accuracy
upon first attempt (11.7.2).

When asked question about the lectura, Spanish Il students will write down answers to
demonstrate comprehension of written language with 5/7 questions answered correctly.

When prompted, Spanish Il students will sing a song in the target language demonstrating
evidence of personal enrichment and life-long learning for participation (11.3.1; 11.8.3)



When given a project, Spanish Ill students will produce and present a creative skit on their book
Viva el toro, with 80% mastery to be determined by a rubric (11.3.2)

When drafting a script for their skit, Spanish Ill students will compose well written information
using correct grammar mechanics and varied vocabulary, with a master of 80% to be deremined
by a rubric (11.3.4)

Assessment:

Students will be working with lectura 4. This will mostly focus on grammatical knowledge. They
will be reading it aloud to practice intonation and pronunciation. They will also be looking for specific
language structures and they will be using changing the existing language structures for different and
more complex language structures. After the lectura, we will be listening to a Justo Lamas song, as we
will be taking a field trip to see him perform. The students will then begin the culminating project for the
book Viva el toro in groups.

Advanced Preparation by Teacher:
1. Locate and copy lectura 4 for students
2. Locate and copy song lyrics of the Justo song for Students
3. Write directions and explanation of the Viva project and copy for students
4. Make the rubric for the project and make copies for students.
Procedure:
Introduction/Motivation:

3. Pass out lyrics to Justo song and sing it as a class (Gardner: musical, verbal

linguistic; Bloom: knowledge, comprehension)

4. Pass out directions to project and rubric; explain the details and expectations

(Gardner: interpersonal, Bodily Kinesthetic, visual spatial, verbal
linguistic; Bloom: comprehension, application, analysis, Evaluation)

Student with ADHD: During the lectura the student is free to walk about the room so long as
they do not disturb other students. The rest of the lesson the student should not need
adaptations because they are interactive and engaging.
