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Becoming Myself Unit:

Lesson Plan 10:  Exam Review

Standards:

10.1.2 Distinguish between what words mean literally and what they imply, and interpret what words imply.

10.3.3 Evaluate interactions between characters in a literary text and explain the way those interactions affect the plot.

10.3.9 Explain how voice and the choice of a narrator affect characterization and the tone, plot, and credibility of a text.

Objectives:

1. Students will play a jeopardy review game to complete a participation paper turned in at the end of the activity.
2. Students will complete a unit review activity participating 80% of the time.

Advanced Preparation by Teacher:
· Jeopardy questions need to be prepared.

· Need overhead, transparencies, and overhead markers set out to use.

· Need pre-made student groups of three.

· Chalkboard must have jeopardy board with points/numbers written up for each category.

· Need take home part of test ready and printed off for students. (Will be attached to unit exam.)

Procedure:

Introduction/Motivation:


As class begins the teacher will ask students to prepare themselves to review for their test tomorrow.  Each student needs to take out a piece of paper and a pencil/pen to play jeopardy.  The teacher will take the covers off of the jeopardy categories and class will begin.
Procedure:


The teacher will explain to students that she will randomly choose a student to begin the game.  Whatever category and number that student chooses will be the first question.  Every time a question is asked, students will have approximately 30-45 seconds to write down the answer on their piece of paper (Gardner’s Verbal-Linguistic, Bloom’s Knowledge & Comprehension).  When all answers have been written, the person who chose the question will call on someone else to answer it (Gardner’s Interpersonal).  Points will be kept on the board for all questions answered correctly on the first attempt.  When the question has been answered correctly another student will be called upon to ask the next question.  The game will continue in this manner until all questions have been asked and answered correctly.


As the jeopardy game winds down students will be asked to take out their vocabulary words for the unit.  Students will be working together as a class to complete a story using the vocabulary words (Gardner’s Interpersonal).  The teacher will write the story down on an overhead transparency as they tell the story.  As each word is used it will be underlined and someone other than the person who used the word will be called on to define the word for the class (Gardner’s Interpersonal, Bloom’s Comprehension & Application).  Synonyms may also be used in place of vocabulary words as long as they are used in the correct context.  A copy of the story will be quickly typed while students are working on the next segment of the review and handed out at the end of class.

When the story has been written students will get out their textbooks and turn to one of the stories they have read.  They will be split up into pre-made groups.  The groups will then look through the stories for any quotations they feel are important.  Each group will write down two or three quotes and the reason why they believe each is important (Gardner’s Verbal-Linguistic & Interpersonal, Bloom’s Analysis).  After each group is done, the class will come back together and share their quotations and reasoning.  Class discussion may ensue on whatever students have questions as so long as time permits.
Closure:


Class will be closed by asking if there are anymore questions before the exam tomorrow and collecting the jeopardy papers students used during the game (Bloom’s Evaluation).  Students will then be given a portion of their exam to take home and work on.  The exam portion is a creative assignment and students will need to bring it finished or almost complete to class tomorrow to turn in with the exam.  The teacher will ask if there are any questions on the exam or what will be taking place tomorrow, wish the students luck, and tell them to study hard that night.

Adaptations/Enrichments:


This lesson has been adapted for communication disorders in many ways.  Students with speech problems have the necessary amount of time needed to say what they are thinking.  They will also be working in small groups so that they will not feel as self-conscious about speaking in front of the class.  Students with language problems will be helped with vocabulary review through writing the story together as a class. Students will not be singled out to participate but will be able to see how words are used in context and practice their meaning.  A copy of the story written in class will also be handed out for students to review that night at home with.  Students who have hearing difficulty will be seated close to the front of the room during the jeopardy activity so that they may hear the correct answer discussed as it is given.  The requirement that students also write down their answers in the jeopardy game to turn in will help students to think through the question before an answer is given.  

In general this lesson has been modified in many ways.  The teacher makes use of group work, individual student work, and class discussion throughout the review.  Students are forced to stop and think about answers, and enough time is given so that slower learner can process the question before an answer is given.  Students receiving a copy of the vocabulary story they created at the end of class also helps them to review words in a different way at home.

Hair from The Autobiography of Malcolm X

Self-degradation:  an act of destroying or weakening one’s moral character and self-respect—demean, debase 

Multitude:  large number—horde, crowd, mass, group
Violate:  fail to show proper respect for—defile, desecrate
Mutilate:  damaging, injure—cripple, dismember, maim
A “Piercing” Issue

Vehemently:  forceful or intense in expression, emotion, or conviction; fervid—fierce, intense

Conformity:  action or behavior in correspondence with current customs, rules, or styles—accordance, agreement, chimes 
It Can’t Be Helped from Farwell to Manzanar

Translucent:  partially transparent—clear, limpid, see-through
Ironic:  opposite of what is expected—cynic, sardonic, wry
Inevitable:  unavoidable, certain to happen—certain, inescapable, sure
Tolerance:  the capacity for or the practice of recognizing or respecting the beliefs and practices of others—charitableness, forbearance, indulgence, lenience
Hostility:  feeling or showing enmity or ill will; antagonistic—belligerence, combativeness, contentiousness, animosity, aggressiveness

Ominously:  in a way that suggests something bad is going to happen—apocalyptical, dire, portentous, unlucky

Intact:  kept together; not broken up—complete, entire, whole, unblemished, unharmed

Renegade:  one who departs from custom or tradition—apostate, defector, turn

Confraternity:  a religious organization made up of non-clergy, or lay people--
Dole:  government payment to the unemployed; also, or food given to those in need—aid, handout, public assistance, allotment, portion
