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Lesson Plan 3:  Spelling Review

I. Group Goals

A. Help students to review for their spelling test.

B. To help students learn to work together and pay attention.

II. Drama Goals

A. To exercise self-control and thoughtfulness in motions.  

B. Being able to work individually and in groups to perform an activity.

C. Using different facial expressions and body language to portray each activity individually.

D. To work on concentration and listening skills.

III. Materials

A. “Yes Let’s” activity

1. Activities for acting out

2. Note cards with activities on them

B. Sequence game story

1. Note cards with story written on them

2. Answer key for story

C. Spelling work game

1. List of spelling words

2. Large post-it note or construction paper

3. Markers

4. Note cards with spelling letters and pantomime activity written on them

IV. Methods

A. Warm-up

1. “Yes Let’s” Activity

a. Students will receive a card with an activity on it.  They will be told that they will be acting out the activity on the card.  The cards will be set up in sequence game order.  

b. As game begins a student will say, “Let’s twirl like a ballerina,” for example.  All other students will respond with, “Yes, let’s.”  

c. All students will act out the activity.  When the first activity is over the person with the cue of “twirling like a ballerina” will continue the activity by saying, “Let’s…” as the first student had.

d. The activity will be gone through one time.  Each student will have led an activity.  Note cards will be collected when the activity is over.

2. Sequence game story

a. Columbus Discovers a New World
b. Note cards will be passed out to students and it will be explained that each card has a cue and a response as in the previous activity.

c. A student will start by acting out their card.  Each student will follow until the story has been told.

d. Some of the groups will have more than one person and will be acted out in simultaneously.

e. Note cards will be collected when the activity is over.

B. Main Activity

1. Spelling Review

a. Students will be lined up in front of the stage.  It will be explained that they are going to review their spelling words by playing a pantomime sequence type game.  Each student will receive a card.  

b. Students will go up on stage and act out a type of animal or sport.  The rest of the class will have to guess what the student is acting out.  The letter that the pantomime activity begins with will be written on a big post-it note.

c. Students will continue acting out their cards until all the letters for a spelling word have been given.  Students will then try to unscramble the letters to form their spelling word.  

d. This will be completed for approximately five to nine spelling words depending on the time.

V. Anticipated Realization of Goals
A. Students complete “Yes let’s” game with little difficulty to warm-up for creative dramatics.

B. Students complete the sequence game in order to understand how to follow cues for main activity.  The game also gives students a longer chance to practice pantomiming activities before beginning the spelling game.

C. Students will be able to unscramble letters to form their spelling words after having acted out a scene for each letter.

VI. Closing the Session

A. Ask students which game they liked to play best.

B. Ask students if they had trouble acting out the animals for the spelling game.

C. Ask students what was the hardest part of the creative dramatics games played; what was the easiest part?

D. Ask if they had fun and would like to play creative dramatics again another time.

E. See if they can help come up with any ways to make activities more fun for the next time they are played.
