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Lesson Plan # 8:  Graphic Organizers

Standards:

10.3.3 Evaluate interactions between characters in a literary text and explain the way those interactions affect the plot.

10.3.6 Evaluate an author’s development of time and sequence, including the use of complex literary devices, such as foreshadowing (providing clues to future events) or flashbacks (interrupting the sequence of events to include information about an event that happened in the past).

10.5.2 Write a response to literature that:

· Demonstrate a comprehensive grasp of the significant ideas of literary works
· Support important ideas and viewpoints through accurate and detailed references to the text or the other works

· Demonstrate awareness of the author’s style and an appreciation of the effects created

· Identify and assess the impact of ambiguities, nuances, and complexities within the text

· Extend writing by changing mood, plot, characterization, or voice.

Objectives:

1. Students will fill out a graphic organizer of the five main points of the story for a completion grade.
2. Students will work with partners to fill out a graphic organizer for a completion grade.
3. Students will write a response to the answers on their graphic organizer in a way that clearly justifies their responses.

Advanced Preparation by Teacher:

· Graphic organizer worksheet for students.

· Prior made pairs for student groups.

· A list of all possible answers for the graphic organizer.

· An example graphic organizer made for students to look at on an overhead transparency when giving directions.

· Answers for the opening class discussion question.

· Worksheet directions need to be written on the board in concise sentences before class begins.

Procedure:

Introduction/Motivation:

Students will begin class by writing in their journals the major areas of conflict they remember from Typhoid Fever.  When students have completed this, in approximately 2-3 minutes, a student lead class discussion will ensue with possible answers (Gardner’s Verbal-Linguistic & Interpersonal, Bloom’s Knowledge & Comprehension).  Students may come up with things such as:  diphtheria versus typhoid, illness versus health, the highway man versus the redcoats, England versus Ireland, Cardinal Wolsey versus Catherine, Protestants versus Catholics, and nurses versus Seamus.  Whatever answers students do not come up with on their own can be introduced by the teacher at the end of the discussion.

Procedure:


When all answers, both the student’s and the teacher’s, have been discussed as a class the teacher will tell students that they will be completing a graphic organizer of the main ideas presented in Typhoid Fever (Gardner’s Verbal-Linguistic & Spatial, Bloom’s Application & Analysis).  They will be working in pairs that are already determined (Gardner’s Interpersonal).  As the teacher tells the class the pairs they may come up and get their worksheets and move to a place they feel comfortable working in the classroom.  


After students have found their seats go over the directions as a class.  Explain that they will be choosing the five main points of the story to put in a circle corresponding with the order they appear chronologically in the story going down.  As they fill in each main point circle they will need to be sure to fill in the circles to the side of it with reasons supporting their choice of each main point.  When they have finished filling in the circles students will be writing a paragraph or two describing why they chose the answers they did within the context of the whole story (Gardner’s Verbal-Linguistic, Bloom’s Synthesis & Evaluation).  Students should be sure to use examples from the text within these paragraphs.  These graphic organizers and paragraphs will be collected at the end of class.

As the class completes this assignment the teacher will be moving throughout the class answering any questions.  She will also be making suggestions to groups who are having a hard time getting started.  There will be an example organizer on hand for those groups who are having trouble to look at.

Closure:


The teacher will ask if there are any more questions over the graphic organizer and then collect them.  She will review with the class the main points they chose after she picked up the assignment and fill in a blank organizer on the overhead with their examples.  When the class has filled out the organizer together she will remind them that their autobiographies should be completed by class the next day.  She will ask if they have any questions on their autobiographies and then dismiss the class with the bell.

Adaptations/Enrichments:


This lesson is adapted for those with mental retardation in many ways.  One of the most apparent ways is by having students work in pairs to complete the graphic organizer.  Depending on the level of metal retardation of each student the main points of the graphic organizer main already be filled out or choices listed that the student will only have to put in chronological order.  By working in pairs the slower students will be able to grasp the main points in the story much sooner because they have the help of others.  Students will also have help comprehending any abstract ideas the story presents.  


As the pairs are working on the graphic organizer the teacher will also be coming around with an example for students to look at.  This example give the student with mental retardation a chance to see exactly what it is they are to be doing.  The student may also be asked to only complete one example for each main point instead of two or three like all other students.  


The directions for this activity are written on the board in concise sentences that make expectations clear.  A class discussion will be led to ensure student understanding of how the graphic organizer works and the requirements of the ending paragraphs.  Any subsequent questions can also be directed to the teacher by those with mental retardation as she walks around the room helping students to get started.


This lesson also uses graphic organizers to help all students comprehend the main points in the story Typhoid Fever.  The use of the graphic organizer allows students to better see how the story flows together.  It forces students to look deeper into the story to pick up on examples for the major point and be able to demonstrate ways in which they tie together.

Self-Reflection:

Possible Answers

Any of these may be chosen as main or supporting points.  The main idea is that students will be able to support their major points in the paragraph and attached boxes.

Order of Story:

1. Patricia yells to Frank to talk

2. Frank responds and they start talking

3. Sister Rita says no talking between typhoid and diphtheria rooms

4. Patricia mimics Sister Rita and Frank laughs

5. Kerry nurse comes and threatens to tell Sister Rita

6. Mom visits Frank on Thursday’s

7. Patricia gives Seamus one of her books to take to Frank

8. Seamus sings to Frank (Roddy McCorley)

9. Kerry nurse scolds Seamus and threatens to tell Sister Rita

10. Seamus praises Patricia to Frank and gives Frank her book

11. Frank recites Shakespeare to Patricia

12. Patricia reads part of “The Highwayman” poem to Frank

13. Patricia reads poem to Frank when doctor’s are done everyday

14. Kerry nurse hears Patricia reading and tells Sister Rita

15. Seamus slips Frank his book

16. Seamus carries Frank up to the new ward

17. Kerry nurse tells Seamus about the old fever ward where Frank is going

18. Seamus puts Frank at back of ward alone

19. Nurse says Patricia will never live

20. Patricia dies when she leaves bed and is not supposed to

21. Seamus tell Frank of Patricia’s death

22. Seamus tell Frank he will find out the rest of “The Highwayman” poem

23. Frank sees people in the beds around him 

24. Sister Rita says Frank can have no more visitors

25. Sister Rita tell Frank he needs to learn how to walk 

26. Frank practices walking for the first time

27. Seamus brings back the rest of the poem and recites it for Frank
