• There are more than 16,000 species 
of flies found in North America.

• Except for a few wingless species, 
flies have only one pair of wings.

• Common houseflies have a maximum 
flying speed of 5 miles per hour and beat 

their wings 200 times per second!
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• The black fly is only about 1/8 of an inch long.

• The eggs of black flies are commonly laid 
in masses on wet rocks, logs, and plants.

• Flies have 4,000 separate lenses in each eye– 
8,000 in all! But they have poor vision.
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
